Attach the arms to the right and left side of the body, around 2/3 length of the body. Attach the navy blue back piece to
the body, stretching a little if necessary in order to make it fit well. Next, place the ears about 1 % inches down the body
or wherever you think looks the best on your doll. The mouth is a little tricky, depending on how open you want it to be,
attach the chain side of the mouth to the body part letting the rest of it kind of be like a flap. The feet should be
attached at an angle in order for him to stand properly (at least for mine).
